Production advice ware potatoes  TRADITIONAL FRESH

Warm up correctly the seed and plant it with small white sprouts.
Always treat MOZART seeds against Rhizoctonia.
MOZART can be planted early but avoid planting in cold conditions.

The use of metribuzin is recommended before emergence. When applying post emergence, use
the low dose system.
Preventive spraying against Phytophthora is advised.

Aim for a dry matter content of 19,5 %.
Only a mature crop will give a good storable product.
MOZART can be harvested after 120 days.
MOZART has a thin skin, pay extra attention to skin set.
Minimum 4 weeks between haulm killing and crop lifting for right skin set.

Storage

Storage temperature: 6 °C.
Any fluctuation in temperature, combined with condensation, can result in early sprouting and a
high risk of Silver scurf.
